Webster is also home for a number of established (e.g. Xerox, Paychex) and start-up
companies (e.g. Blue Springs Energy) that provides jobs and services to area residents.

We are working with Blue Springs Energy on identifying and applying for clean energ
grants and have found them experienced and proactive. I support Blue Springs Energy
and their partners in response to the New York State Energy Research & Development
Authority (NYSERDA) Request for Proposal No. 1284 (Statewide Customer Outreach
and Education) and encourage you to consider them as part of the solution to expand
customer participation in clean energy incentives.

Webster plans to use energy efficiency and conservation block grant funds, subject to
DOE approval, to contract with Blue Springs Energy to host and maintain a website,
accessible from our county website tentatively called Renew-Webster that:

e Enables Webster residents and businesses to find gas and electric energy
efficiency incentives, renewable energy incentives, demand response payments,
and Federal and NY State tax incentives regardless of the program provider.
